Josiah Henson, born in Maryland, spent 41 years as a slave. He was a dynamic man with 

unyielding principles who overcame incredible odds to escape with his family to Canada. His 
story inspired the main character in Harriet Beecher Stowe’s 1852 novel, Uncle Tom’s Cabin, a 

book that made people realize the brutal reality of slavery and fanned the flames of the Civil 
War. Henson’s story has been largely lost to history. Until now.  
 

Including interviews with leading experts and Henson descendants, JOSIAH is a documentary 

that traces Josiah Henson’s harrowing journey from slavery in Maryland and Kentucky to 
freedom in Canada. Join us for a local screening of JOSIAH, where you’ll get to know more 

about this exceptional man and what he stood for. This event will be part of our new Lunch & 
Learn program! We will be providing a light lunch, and guests are welcome to bring their own 

food! Friday, June 1st at 12:00 pm in the Kozak Room. Free and open to everyone.
